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COMMITTEE BUSINESS  

The CSG Committee on Suggested State Legislation convened for the second time in the 2004 SSL Cycle on Sunday, May 18, 2003, from 11:30 a.m. until 4:30 p.m.  A quorum was present. The Committee considered 91 items. The Committee voted to include 9 items in Part II of the 2004 SSL Volume, which will be published in June 2003 in the CSG STARs database. The Committee voted to defer 16 items to the next meeting of either the CSG policy task forces or the SSL Committee. It rejected the remaining 66 items. Committee action on all items on this docket is listed in these minutes along with the CSG policy task force recommendations about selected docket items.

The next SSL Committee meeting is scheduled to take place in conjunction with the CSG Annual State Trends and Leadership Forum, October 23-26, 2003, at Pittsburgh, Pennsylvania. The Committee is also considering meeting on November 21 or 22, 2003 to begin the 2005 SSL cycle. Staff will notify SSL Committee members if and when the November SSL event becomes definite.
