The CSG Committee on Suggested State Legislation convened on Sunday, September 26, 2004 from 3:30 p.m. until 5:00 p.m. to consider SSL docket 25C.  This docket is the last in the 2005 SSL cycle. A quorum was present. There are 99 bills on docket 25C. These address issues such as small business regulatory fairness boards, reforming public pensions and the rights of foster parents. 

On Sunday, the committee addressed legislation on docket 25C that was not vetted through CSG’s policy task forces. The task forces met on Monday and Tuesday and made recommendations about selected items on docket 25C. The committee met on Wednesday to consider carry-overs from Sunday and to review the task force recommendations.

The SSL committee considered 99 items at these meetings. It voted to include 20 in Part III of the 2005 Suggested State Legislation volume. It voted to defer 12 to a future task force or SSL committee meeting, and rejected the other 67. 

CSG plans to publish the 2005 Suggested State Legislation volume in December 2004 or January 2005. An electronic edition will also be available through CSG’s web site.

The next SSL committee meeting will be held November 20, 2004 at the Ritz Carlton hotel, Dana Point, California.
