MEETING MINUTES 

MAY 8 AND MAY 9, 2006

(DOCKET 27B)

The Committee on Suggested State Legislation met May 8 and May 9. These meetings comprised the second of three parts in the 2007 SSL cycle. A quorum was present both days. There were 84 bills on the docket. Those bills addressed a variety of issues. Notable examples include renewable energy pricing, mine safety reforms, and online property offenses.  

The SSL Committee voted to include 17 of the bills on docket 27B in the 2007 Suggested State Legislation volume. It voted to defer 7 for further consideration by a CSG policy task force or the SSL Committee. It rejected the remaining 60 bills. 

The third and final meeting in the 2007 SSL Cycle is tentatively scheduled for mid-August or mid-September 2006 At least half that docket will likely be devoted to a Supplement to the 2007 SSL volume that will contain legislation addressing a variety of aging issues.
